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INFORMATION LEAFLET

CAVA was established in 1982 by the Government of Karnataka with a view to encourage the

cultivation of inherent artistic skills among aspiring art students and to promote excellence in all
forms of visual arts. Chamarajendra Government College of Visual Arts (CAVA), a premier institution
in the field of visual arts is affiliated to the University of Mysore. The college offers a Four Year
Degree Program in six different disciplines leading to a Bachelor of Visual Arts (B.V.A.) Choice Based
Credit System (C.B.C.S.) degree in Applied Art, Painting, Sculpture, Graphics, Photography &
Photojournalism and Art History. These courses have been planned in response to the diverse and
expanding roles the creative communities are called upon to play in a contemporary society. It is
also an attempt to associate and integrate the skills and excellence of the past through academics.

CAVA has the best of faculty, infrastructure, wide collection of books in the library, audio
visual equipment and other teaching aids to facilitate learning.

The syllabus is designed to encourage creative instincts and craftsmanship. The First and
Second semester is intended to initiate the students into the rudiments of art and to develop their
basic skills in visual art. It also provides them with an introduction to several avenues of visual art so
that they are able to make an informed choice.

Painting: In this department, students learn drawing and image building. They also learn drawing
from objects, drawing from nature, study of models, water color handling, oil color handling and
exploring different methods and media in the light of contemporary art and ideas.

Graphics: Created images are made into limited artistic editions with the help of master blocks with
good old classic methods. Lino cut, wood cut, metal plate etching, lithography, serigraphy and photo
etching with new fine art techniques are adopted in the course curriculum.

Sculpture: Clay modeling, portrait study, life study, wood carving, stone carving, metal casting,
terracotta and scrap sculpture are the main features in the course of study. Also there is freedom in
creating creative 3 dimensional works in different media.

Applied Art: Here the use of visual language is a strong tool of communication. The present digital
society needs visual communication in all walks of life. Poster designing, page layout, logo and
computer graphics are some examples from the big basket of Applied Art.

Photography & Photojournalism: This unique course started by the University of Mysore gives an
opportunity to learn the techniques of photography with a creative edge. Photojournalism with its
candid images and photographs reaches the masses effectively. This course study with practical and
theoretical knowledge makes one a powerful photojournalist.

Art History: This course teaches one the development of visual language through the ages in the
light of cultural, socio political and philosophical thoughts. One learns Indian Art, Indo Islamic Art,
European Art, Far Eastern and South Eastern Art. Contemporary art and ideas, art criticism and art
appreciation are inbuilt features of this course.
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The vibrant campus is located in Siddhartha Nagar. Reputed artists and professionals are invited
as visiting faculty and workshops are conducted at regular intervals to invigorate and inspire the
students. Frequent interactions, slide presentations, seminars and debates are the highlights of the
academic curricula.

Languages, Compulsory papers and workshops: Language selection shall be as prescribed by the
University of Mysore and exemption from the study is as per the rules and regulations of the
University for the B.V.A. (C.B.C.S.) examinations. Examination and syllabus of The Constitution of
India and Environmental Studies shall be as prescribed by the University of Mysore.

Working hours of the college: The class timings are from 9:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. from Monday to
Friday and 9:30a.m. to 1:30p.m. on Saturdays.

Application fee: The students seeking admission may get the application and the information leaflet
on payment of Rs. 250/-. Applications may be obtained through speed post by sending a crossed
D.D. for Rs. 350/- payable to the DEAN, CAVA, Mysore. Cheques, postal orders and money orders
will not be accepted. The application form duly filled along with copies of documents specified there
under must reach the office of the DEAN, Chamarajendra Government College of Visual Arts, CAVA
within the stipulated time. Applications received thereafter will not be considered.

Special note:

1. P.U.C. or equivalent examination marks card and transfer certificate to be enclosed with the
application.

2. Candidates belonging to SC/ST/Cat-1 and other castes must furnish a caste certificate from a
competent authority specified under reservation rules in force. All documents and
certificates in original should be produced during the interview.

3. Age limit for admission to the first semester of the B.V.A. (C.B.C.S.) degree program is 24
years of age as on date of the entrance test. (24 years and above are not eligible for
admission) Two years relaxation for SC/ST candidates.

4. Essential/related documents must be furnished compulsorily failing which such applications
shall be rejected.

5. Candidates seeking admission under reserved category who fail to attach the caste
certificate shall be considered under general category.

6. Reservation of seats for SC/ST/Cat-1 candidates will be in conformity with the Government
orders in force.

7. B.V.A.- Painting, B.V.A.- Graphics, B.V.A.- Sculpture, B.V.A.- Applied Art, B.V.A--
Photography and Photojournalism, B.V.A. - Art History are six specialised degree
courses. The candidate has to choose one discipline in preferential order. The total
number of seats for first semester of the B.V.A. is 60 only.

8. The calendar for the academic year is as approved by the University.

Aptitude test: There will be an aptitude test, drawing test and personal interview for candidates
seeking admission to the first semester of the B.V.A. (Bachelor of Visual Arts) C.B.C.S. (Choice Based
Credit System) degree program.

Securing 50% in each is compulsory. The college will provide drawing boards and papers
required for the aptitude and drawing test. The students should bring pencils, brushes, colours and
appear for the test at their own cost and no separate intimation regarding the test will be given.

Discipline: Selected candidates will sign a declaration/undertaking to abide by the rules of conduct
and discipline, which should be countersigned by their parent/guardian. Ragging will be dealt with
strictly and the student will be rusticated. Decision of the Dean regarding the academic matters is
final.

Library: Admitted Students should register their names in the library obtain the library card and
follow the library rules compulsorily.
Timings of the library: Monday to Friday 10:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. (excluding lunch hour)

Saturday 10:30 a.m. to 1:30 p.m.
Material expenses: Material expenses will be given to the students based on attendance (75%
minimum) and academic performance. B.V.A. (C.B.C.S.) degree program — Rs. 500 per month. (as
per government orders from time to time). Students discontinuing the course in the middle of the
year will have to repay the material expenditure drawn by them during that academic year.

Attendance : 75% of attendance in each paper is compulsory. A candidate who does not satisfy the
minimum requirements of attendance in each subject shall not be permitted to take the
examination conducted by the institution/ University.

Scheme of examination: As per university rules.

Workshops: Workshops are conducted periodically in different departments to keep up with
changing needs and technology. Eminent artists and resource persons are invited to conduct these
workshops, seminars and discussions.

Campus Selection: Cava has a campus selection facility. Well known organizations participate in this
process.
